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“The first is the notion that machines and systems will work alongside tomorrow’s
professionals as partners. The challenge here is to allocate tasks, as between human
beings and machines, according to their relative strengths.”

“Tomorrow’s Lawyers An Introduction to Your Future” (“To-
morrow’s Lawyers”) by Richard Susskind predicts funda-
mental and irreversible transformation in the world of law.
He explains the drivers of this transformation, transitional
period of this transformation and the future of law institu-
tions which will be formed by this transformation. Moreover,
he explains the new developments in technology which
will derange the traditional working practices. According to
Susskind, legal institutions and lawyers are at a crossroads,
and will change more radically in less than two decades
than they have over the last two centuries. (Susskind, p. xvii)
It would be appropriate to say that the Tomorrow’s Lawyers
provides an upgraded and also updated version of the argu-
ments found in his preceding book “End of Lawyers?”. Asin
End of Lawyers?, Susskind again issues a warning to law as-
sociates saying they have to adapt to the new world unless
they want to extinct. By these two books, reader witnesses
the evolution and improvement of Susskind’s arguments
and views for the future of legal profession. As the new reg-
ulations and development emerges in both law professions
and IT world, Susskind slightly alter his “prophecies” to
these new developments. As a young attorney myself, | had
a pretty solid prediction about the future of my profession
before | encounter to Susskind. After becoming familiar to
Susskind'’s predictions, | found myself wondering about my
future and at least trying to adapt his suggestions. Because
according to his predictions unless the law institutions fail
to adapt and embrace these changes, may traditional legal
business will disappear. (Susskind, p.3)

In his first chapter named “Radical Changes in the Legal
Market,” Susskind describes the factors he observed with re-
gard to the radical transformation in the law profession such
as market conditions. The main drivers of the transformation
are ‘more-for-less’ challenge, liberalization and information
technology. More-for-less challenge means that the be-
cause of the economic difficulties’ clients share a common
problem: they cannot afford the legal costs which occur as
a result of traditionally performed legal works. Moreover, as
the businesses required to cut the legal budgets, they face
the overload of legal works as well. Consequently, the client
demands can be summarized as this: clients demand more
legal work and reduced legal fees. In the End of Lawyers?

Susskind’e
gore, hukuki kurumlar ve avukatlar bir dénim noktasindadir
ve yirmi yildan daha kisa bir sure icinde son iki yuzyilda ol-
madigi kadar koklu bir degisim gecirecektir. (Susskind, s. xvii)
Yarinin Avukatlarn’ndaki argiimanlarin “Avukatlarin Sonu” adli
bir 6nceki kitabindakilerin guncellenmis ve gelistirilmis ver-
siyonu oldugunu soylemek uygun olacaktir. Avukatlarin So-
nu?'nda da oldugu gibi, Susskind hukuk ¢alisanlarina uyarida
bulunarak yok olmak istemiyorlarsa yeni dinyaya adapte ol-
malari gerektigini belirtmektedir. Bu iki kitapla okuyucu, Suss-
kind’in hukuk mesleginin gelecedi konusundaki goruslerinin
ve iddialarinin gelisimine ve yenilenmesine tanik olmaktadir.
Yeni duzenlemeler ve gelisme hem hukuk mesleklerinde hem
de IT dunyasinda ortaya ¢iktik¢ca, Susskind “kehanetlerini”
bu yeni gelismelere uygun olarak hafifce degistirmistir. Geng
bir avukat olarak, Susskind ile tanigmadan 6nce meslegimin
gelecegi hakkinda oldukca saglam bir tahmine sahiptim.
Susskind'in dngoérulerine asina olduktan sonra, kendimi gele-
cegimi merak ederken ve en azindan 6nerilerini uygulamaya
calisirken buldum. Zira tahminlerine goére hukuk kurumlari bu
degisiklikleri uygulamadiklari ve benimsemediklerinde, gele-
neksel olarak is yapan hukuk ortadan kaybolacaktir. (Suss-
kind, s.3)

Susskind, “Hukuk Piyasasinda Radikal Degisiklikler” adli ilk
boélumunde, hukuk mesleginde radikal donusumle ilgili goz-
lemledigi piyasa kosullarn gibi faktorleri dile getirmektedir.
Donusumun ana itici gugleri “daha aza daha fazlasi” muca-
delesi, liberallesme ve bilisim teknolojisidir. Daha aza daha
fazla mucadelesi ekonomik zorluklar nedeniyle muvekkillerin
ortak bir sorunu paylastigi anlamina gelmektedir: geleneksel
olarak yapilan yasal ¢alismalarin sonucu olarak ortaya ¢ikan
yasal maliyetleri kargilayamamaktadirlar. Dahas, isletmelerin
yasal butceyi azaltma gerekliligi meydana gelirken hukuki
islerin de asiri artmasi ile karsi karsiya kalmaktadirlar. Sonug
olarak, muvekkillerin talepleri su sekilde 6zetlenebilmektedir:

Additionally, Susskind summarizes the
problem with asking: “How can clients,
working with their external law firms, deliver
more legal services at less cost?”

Susskind also refers to the market demand
for reduction of the legal fees, but in Tomor-
rows Lawyers he takes his ideas much fur-
ther with naming the situation. Additional-
ly, Susskind summarizes the problem with
asking: “How can clients, working with their
external law firms, deliver more legal ser-
vices at less cost?” (Susskind, p. 5.) Accord-
ing to Susskind, the more for less challenge
is the most predominant driver of the trans-
formation, and he clearly states that the
more for less challenge will underpin the
next decade of legal service and this chal-
lenge will irreversibly change the lawyers
do their work. (Susskind, p. 5) The second
main driver is the liberalisation of the legal
business regulations, Susskind indicates.
Liberalization is the new driver which can
be found in the Tomorrow's Lawyers for the
first time. Customarily, lawyers provide the
legal works to the clients. But as the more-
for-less challenge emerged, liberalization
in the legal industry developed. According
to Susskind, legal profession become mo-
nopoly and because of the regulations, the
legal industry is lack of competition. As a re-
sult, people demand relaxation of the laws
and regulations that govern who can offer
legal services. (Susskind, p.6) Relevant to
liberation of legal industry, Susskind refers
to the Clementi Report which elaborates
the concerns of Sir David Clementi about
the restrictions in the legal market in En-
gland and Wales. Susskind comments this
situation as: “when this liberalization gives
rise to legal businesses and legal services
that better meet clients’ growing more-for-
less challenge, then this will have a ripple
effect around the world.” (Susskind p.9)
The third driver is the information technol-
ogy according to Susskind, and as informa-
tion technologies change each and every
field of businesses, legal institutions cannot
keep working as they did in the past. They
have to embrace the information technolo-
gies and adapt both themselves and their
way of work. It is crucial to emphasize that
the information technologies help us law-

yers to execute the works which are previ-
ously impossible and it is also disruptive,
as Susskind refers. By disruptive, he means
that they radically challenge and change
the traditional way of working as we know.

According to Susskind, combination of the
more-for-less challenge, liberalization and
information technology developments is
going to radically and remarkably trans-
form the legal services as we know today.
The lawyers who adapt to these transfor-
mations will survive in the legal market
whereas lawyers who reject these changes
will disappear. In his next chapter names
“Strategies for Success” Susskind provides
solutions to lawyers in order to overcome
the more-for-less challenge. He suggests
lawyers to stop the traditional hourly billing
technique and the alternative fee arrange-
ments which is the product of hourly bill-
ing concept. He states that the if lawyers’
do not change the way they do business
the legal fees do not reduce as much as
they need to. Susskind introduces two
new strategies for solution of the more-for-
less challenge: the efficiency strategy and
the collaboration strategy. The efficiency
strategy is identifying work that can be
routinized ad undertaken by less qualified
and lower-cost human beings or through
computerization. (Susskind p.21) This is
the process called “commoditization” of
the legal work which is introduced to the
reader in the End of Lawyers?. The collab-
oration strategy suggests that the clients
should come together and share the costs
of certain forms of legal services. (Susskind
p. 21).

In the next chapter named “Commoditiz-
ing the Law,” Susskind explains the com-
moditization of the legal works. Susskind
explains the steps of the evolution of the
legal works as “bespoke”, “standardized”,
“systematized” and “externalized” legal
services. (Susskind, p. 27) However, in the
End of Lawyers? Susskind’s view had five

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stages. He explains this alteration better explains the evo-
lution of the legal services under the effect of technology.
According to Susskind, large portion of the legal work repet-
itive, meaning they are generally not bespoke. These legal
works should be externalized as online offerings in order to
reduce the cost of legal services. He further suggests law-
yers to decompose their legal work into parts and outsource
the legal works which do not require a uniquely qualified
lawyer. Susskind promotes alternative ways of sourcing the
legal works: “in-sourcing, de-lawyering, relocating, off-shor-
ing, outsourcing, subcontracting, co-sourcing, near-shoring,
leasing, home-sourcing, open-sourcing, crowd-sourcing,
computerizing, solo-sourcing, KM-sourcing, no-sourcing.”
(Susskind, p.37) Susskind suggest that the first step is the
decomposition of the legal work and determine the most ef-
ficient way to source the legal work using the best sourcing
way abovementioned. After decomposing the legal work
into its components, these decomposed components can
be outsourced to low cost providers.

I recommend people who did not read the “End of Lawyers” to start
with the “Tomorrows Lawyers” as the latter one is the extended version

of the previous book.

Susskind explains the effect of the development in the in-
formation technologies to law businesses in the part two,
named “The New Landscape”. He predicts that the in-house
lawyers whose principal endeavour is the legal risk manage-
ment role in the legal market will shift into a more proactive
role. According to Susskind: “In-house lawyers will flourish
only if they can add relevant value that cannot be delivered
by competing sources of legal service.” (Susskind, p. 84) Ad-
ditionally to the shifting role of the in-house lawyers, he ad-
dresses new changes in legal services such as online legal
services (etc. Legal wiki), virtual courts and online dispute
resolutions. These developments will ease people to access
legal services. Moreover, Susskind states that because of
the alteration in the legal industry, new job opportunities for
lawyers will merge such as legal knowledge engineer, legal
technologist, legal project manager, expert online dispute
resolution practitioner and legal risk manager. Lastly, Suss-
kind addresses to legal departments in universities to train
their student in accordance with these changes in the legal
industry and ask them to train the student accordingly to the
twenty first century legal industry.

84)
Ayrica kurum igi avukatlarin degisen roltuine ek olarak, huku-
ki islerdeki cevrimici hukuki hizmetler (yasal wiki v.b.), sanal
hakemeler ve ¢cevrimici anlagmazlik ¢ozumleri gibi yeni de-
gisikliklere de deginmektedir. Bu gelismeler insanlarin yasal
hizmetlere erigimini kolaylastiracaktir. Ayrica, Susskind, yasal
sektordeki degisiklik nedeniyle avukatlar icin hukuki bilgi mu-
hendisi, yasal teknoloji uzmani, yasal proje yoneticisi, uzman
cevrimicgi uyusmazlik ¢ozamu uygulayicisi ve yasal risk yone-
ticisi gibi yeni bir is imkanlarinin dogdugunu belirtmektedir.
Son olarak, Susskind, 6grencilerini yasal sektdrdeki bu degi-
sikliklere gore yetistirmek icin universitelerdeki hukuk bolum-
lerine hitap ederek ogrencilerini yirmi birinci yuzyildaki hukuk
sektorune uyumlu olarak yetistirmelerini istemektedir.
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For what my own view is worth, | found the future “Tomor-
row’'s Lawyers” describe is quite possible. | was not this
convinced when | read his preceding book named “End of
Lawyers?”. Susskind enriches his opinions about the future
of the lawyers when this book is compared to “End of Law-
yers?”. As a young aspired lawyer myself, | found myself
wondering about the future of my profession and the chang-
es to come after reading this book. Susskind explains the
inevitable transformation in the legal professions and offers
solutions to survive in this transformation. The context of the
book is lack of critical explanation of the new information
technologies techniques and legal industry business model
but this absence is not a “deal breaker” for me as this makes
the book much more reader-friendly. On the other hand, the
absence of a detailed explanation of both of the industries
and the future he predicts creates disbelief on the reader.
For example, Susskind talks about the decomposition of le-
galworks, as it is a simple task. Moreover, he never mentions
the negligence liability which may arise. In the event that the
legal work is inadequate and the client has faced a huge fi-
nancial misfortune because of that legal work, who will be
liable for the negligence suit? Because the legal work is de-
composed and every decomposed part of the legal work is
done by an independent party, who will be held responsible
for negligence? Susskind never addresses this topic.

Overall, “Tomorrows Lawyers” is the 2.0 of the “End of Law-
yers”. Susskind improves and upgrades his arguments in
his latest book and | enjoyed witnessing the evolution of
Susskind'’s visionary ideas. | recommend people who did
not read the “End of Lawyers” to start with the “Tomorrows
Lawyers” as the latter one is the extended version of the pre-
vious book. And also, as the “Tomorrows Lawyers” provides
a glance to the near future, | strongly recommend people
who are in the law business to read this book because the
three drivers are the real problems we face today in the legal
businesses and the future Susskind describes is the reality
we will be living in maximum ten years.

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Kendi gorusum, “Yarinin Avukatlar”nin tasvir ettigi gelecegin
oldukga mumkun oldugunu dasundugumdur. “Avukatlarin
Sonu?” adli onceki kitabini okudugumda ikna olmamistim. Bu
kitap “Avukatlarin Sonu?” ile karsilastinldiginda Susskind’in
avukatlarnin gelecegi hakkindaki goéruslerini zenginlestirdigi
gorulmektedir. Bu kitabi okuduktan sonra gencg bir avukat
olarak kendimi meslegimin gelecedini ve meslegimde mey-
dana gelecek degisiklikler hakkinda merak ederken buldum.
Susskind, hukuk mesleklerinde kacginilmaz dénusumu acik-
lamaktadir ve bu dénusumde hayatta kalmak icin ¢ozumler
sunmaktadir. Kitabin iceriginde, yeni bilgi teknolojileri teknik-
leri ve hukuk endustri is modelinin elestirel ydonden acgiklama-
s bulunmamaktadir, ancak bu eksiklik benim icin “bozucu
etki” degil, cunkt bu durum kitabin daha rahat okunmasini
saglamaktadir. Ote yandan, hem endustrilerin hem de tahmin
ettigi gelecegin ayrintili bir agiklamasinin olmayisi okuyucuya
guvensizlik yaratmaktadir. Ornegin, Susskind hukuki islerin
bilesenlerine ayrilmasini oldukga kolay bir ismis gibi ele al-
maktadir. Ayrica, ortaya cikabilecek ihmal yakamlalugunden
asla s6z etmemektedir. Hukuki isin yetersiz olmasi ve muvek-
kilin bu hukuki is nedeniyle buyuk bir mali zarar karsi karsiya
kalmasi durumunda, ihmalden kim sorumlu olacaktir? Hukuki
isin bilesenlerine ayrildigi ve hukuki isin her ayrilan parcasi
bagimsiz bir taraf¢a yapildigindan, ihmalden kim sorumlu tu-
tulacaktir? Susskind bu konuya asla deginmemektedir.

Genel olarak, “Yarinin Avukatlan” “Avukatlarin Sonu” nun
2.0"idir. Susskind en son kitabindaki argamanlarini gelistirip
gelistirmistir ve ben Susskind’in éngérulu fikirlerinin gelisi-
mine taniklik etmekten zevk aldim. “Avukatlarin Sonu” nu
okumayan insanlara, ikinci kitap birinci kitabin genisletilmis
versiyonu olmasi sebebiyle “Yarinin Avukatlar” ile baslama-
larini tavsiye ediyorum.
